Incoming Freshmen: Candidates must have at least 1150 combined SAT scores (verbal and
math) or rank in the top 20% of their high school graduating class. The deadline for this
application and filing a FAFSA is February 15. Students must also have completed admissions
applications and be fully admitted to the University by this date.

Current La Salle Students: Candidates must have a minimum cumulative GPA of 3.0, a
minimum content area (Mathematics or Science) GPA of 3.0, and a minimum Education GPA of
3.0. GPA minimums are reviewed at the end of each semester. Deadline date to file this
application and the FAFSA is April 15.

Transfer Students: Candidates will be eligible to apply for the Annenberg-Henrich Scholarship
after one (15+ credit) semester at La Salle University. Candidates must meet the minimum GPA
requirements of 3.0 as stated above.
