Provost’s Distinguished Faculty Award

The policy indicates that all full-time faculty members are eligible for the award.  Any faculty member or individuals with faculty status (e.g., adjuncts or administrators with faculty status) can submit a nomination.

Purpose:

The Provost’s Distinguished Faculty Award is intended to recognize excellence among our faculty colleagues.  Unlike the Lindback Award, which focuses on teaching and draws heavily on student input, this award is intended to be primarily an award of the faculty for the faculty, in recognition of excellence in any of the multiple ways in which faculty members serve our community.

Criterion:

This award is given for exceptional involvement and devotion to the good of the University, the advancement of its mission, and support of La Salle as a learning community.

Procedure:

All full-time members of the faculty are eligible for the award.  Prior receipt of this or any other award will not affect eligibility.

Individuals may nominate themselves or others by submitting a letter of nomination describing the contributions made by the nominee.  The letters of nomination should be written so that they will stand by themselves as documentation of the justification for the award.

A committee comprising the members of the Faculty Senate Subcommittee on Academic and Faculty Affairs and two additional faculty members, appointed for one-year terms by the Senate, will review the nomination letters.  The at-large members of the committee will be selected in such a way that each of the schools of the University has at least one representative on the committee.

The Senate will solicit and receive nominations.  The award committee will review applications and identify a short list of no more than three candidates.  The committee will then meet with the Provost to identify the recipient.  The Provost will award the recipient an honorarium of $1,000.  There will be one recipient per year.  

The recipient will be recognized at the convocation for incoming students in August and will have the option to address the audience if he or she wishes.
