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La Salle University is willing to approve travel/study trips that are partnered with travel/study courses from one or more additional universities only under certain conditions.  For approval, the additional university must:

· Provide insurance to cover liabilities for its own students

· Provide approved chaperones for its own students

· Accept full responsibility for its own students

· Enter into a separate contract with the common travel agency for its own students


In other words, joint travel/study courses may share the same travel agency (as long as each university has a separate contract), itineraries, special events, and accommodations, if both parties determine that this is appropriate and abide by the rules stated above.

In addition, before trips are planned and advertised to students, representatives from the faculty and administration of both La Salle and the partnering institution must meet to compare the two institutions’ policies for travel/study trips.  In the event that the policies are inconsistent with each other (e.g., whether students can visit other countries during free time), the more stringent of the policies must govern students from BOTH universities.  

Please note that this policy does NOT allow a La Salle faculty member to simply include students from another university in a La Salle sponsored trip.  Students from other universities are only allowed to travel with a La Salle course if the other university has met the guidelines listed above.  In addition, if a La Salle faculty member is teaching courses at both institutions, s/he may serve as the chaperone for only one of the institutions.  An additional chaperone is required to represent the other institution.
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
