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The following artifacts (samples of work) must be included in each student’s portfolio:

1. Display three examples of digital images focusing on any number of the art elements and the use of design principles.  Describe and explain the elements and principles that are prominent in each of the three images. Art elements:  line, color, space, texture, shape/form, value  Design principles: balance, rhythm, repetition, movement, harmony, variety, gradation, proportion, emphasis, unity

2.  Create a multimedia component that demonstrates an understanding of communication through time and movement utilizing the principles of design.  Visuals should be supported by audio and enhanced using scripting methods.

3. Use a digital authoring package to develop a professional website related to a business situation.  The site should include scripting components and interactivity with the user.

4.  Include an artifact which reflects the work you have done in your concentration area (elective block or dual major).  The artifact may be in any medium – print design, Web, multimedia, research paper, etc. – but must clearly relate to your concentration area and be distinct from the artifacts presented to fulfill requirements 1-3. 

If your artifact is a paper or research project, you should prepare a short abstract or summary of the work, perhaps on a web page with a link to the full copy.  You should be prepared to answer questions about the paper or research as part of your presentation.

The following presentation criteria must be met by each student:

1.  All elements of the portfolio must be organized on a single Web site or CD with an interface that links to all artifacts for ease of presentation and visual appeal.  A copy must be submitted on CD.

2.  Students will be expected to conduct a formal presentation of their work to the faculty committee.  The length of the presentation will be at least 10 and not more than 15 minutes in length.  Each of the four artifacts should be described and shown in that period and students are expected to make clear how each artifact fulfills the portfolio requirements.  Remember to include a brief introduction of yourself and your DArt concentration area or dual major.

3.  Students must be on time for their presentation and all artifacts must be in working order at the time of the presentation.  Students who miss their presentation slot may, if time permits, be allowed to present at a later time but will suffer a full letter grade reduction on their portfolio grade.  Artifacts which cannot be viewed due to errors in execution or packaging by the student will receive a mark of zero and this will be averaged into the portfolio grade.

Grading procedure:

Each of the three faculty evaluators will assign a letter grade for each element of the student’s portfolio (4 total).

Each of the three faculty evaluators will assign a letter grade for the actual presentation by the student.

The five grades from each faculty member will be averaged to determine the portfolio grade assigned by each faculty member.

The final portfolio grade from each evaluator will then be averaged to determine the student’s final portfolio grade.
