It is important to note that, because the participants chose to respond to the survey, that the results may not necessarily
be representative of the cohort as a whole, as those who are employed, enrolled in continuing education (CE), or engaged
in service are more likely to participate in a survey than if they were unemployed or not otherwise engaged.
